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Define Cell Cycle

The cell cycle is the series of events that cells go through as they grow, prepare for division,
and divide to form two daughter cells. It ensures the proper replication and distribution of a
cell's genetic material. The cell cycle is divided into two main phases:

1. Interphase

» The cell grows and prepares for division.
e Itis further divided into three sub-phases:
= G1 phase (Gap 1): The cell grows in size, produces proteins, and
synthesizes organelles.
o S phase (Synthesis): DNA replication occurs, doubling the genetic material
o G2 phase (Gap 2): The cell continues to grow and prepares the necessary
components for cell division.

2. M Phase (Mitotic Phase)

® The cell divides its genetic material and cytoplasm.
e [tincludes:
= Mitosis: Division of the nucleus and chromosomes into two identical sets. It
has four stages: prophase, metaphase, anaphase, and telophase.
= Cytokinesis: Division of the cytoplasm, resulting in two daughter cells.

The cell cycle is regulated by a series of checkpoints to ensure proper growth and division
Faulty regulation can lead to uncontrolled cell division, which may result in conditions like
cancer.
